TERMS OF REFERENCE / SCOPE OF SERVICE

2.1 Preamble

The National Empowerment Fund Act No.105 of 1998 established the National Empowerment Fund Trust (NEF), for the purpose of promoting and facilitating economic equality and transformation, by providing development finance for Black empowered South African businesses and by designing investment products in promoting savings and investment activity amongst Black South Africans.  The NEF is an agency of the Department of Trade and Industry (the Dti) and is committed to the implementation of the Broad Based Black Economic Empowerment Act, Act 53 of 2003, and the Codes of Good Practice.

2.2 Background Information
The National Empowerment Fund invites prospective bidders to submit proposals to provide NEF with the best office automation technology solution on rental (with option to own) including ongoing maintenance and support for a period of 36 months.  Currently the NEF has a support contract which makes provision for 22 multifunctional devices.  Our average monochrome volume is 500 000 pages per month and colour is 260 000 pages per month.

The minimum requirement for this tender is the provision of 15 x Multi-Functional Printers (MFPs) at the NEF Head Office in Sandton and 7 x Multi-Functional Printers at regional offices.  However, these volumes may increase or decrease over the next three years. The solution should include a print accounting and management solution that can monitor; alert and schedule detailed reporting on a monthly basis. 
2.3 Objectives

· NEF would like to create a smooth multifunctional environment keeping costs to a minimum and have a service provider to supply both Monochrome and Colour multifunctional devices.

· The number of days from order to full installation must be kept to a minimum.

· The supplier must have at least two standby machines available at all times in case of breakdowns.

· Devices quoted for must be able to perform the chosen tasks without any hidden or additional costs; additional costs will be for the supplier’s charge as this unit should be sold fully functional.

However if that product gets obsolete or unavailable in the market, service provider should supply alternate product of same or higher compatible configuration of same make.
· A maintenance interval schedule should be provided for each device type to enable the NEF to verify regular device maintenance. 

· The bidder will be responsible for the replacement of toners, keeping of limited spare parts and assisting users with secure printing codes, Print Management Software), etc.  

· The movement of any MFP as requested by NEF will be the responsibility of the service provider.
